The Yearbook portfolio has beestaralittg tradition at NVS,

and students who have been at the school for several years haddekepleasure of comparing books from year

to year, particularly theirannual s@for t r ai t s and A Th eWovdrom ederyaspectioftiee e i t
academic year will be included in the Yearbédinguage arts, science, math, social studiedyuddie® and all

of the intelligenced verballinguistic, mathematical, visualpatial, naturalist, kinesthetic, interpersonal,

intrapersonal, and existential. The evaluative piece asks students to write about each selection the make for the
portfoliod why they chose it, what it shows about their learning, and what it shows about their next level of work.
This kind of assessment is challenging for third and fourth graders, but practice now will help them in years to come
as they continue growing as sdifecked learners.
