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With so many accolades for the scones, I'm including the recipe we used. The one that follows is
doubled, so it'll make about 2 dozen scones.

4 cups all-purpose flour

1/2 cup sugar

4 teaspoons baking powder

1/4 teaspoon salt

Measure these into a bowl and mix them together.

2/3 cup unsalted butter (helps if it's really cold butter

Cut the butter into the dry ingredients until they're pea-sized.

In a separate bowl measure:

1 cup heavy whipping cream

2 eggs

3 teaspoons vanilla

Mix together well, then add to the dry ingredients. Stir until moistened but not overly mixed. Put
onto a lightly floured counter, knead until most of the loose crumbs are incorporated. Flatten to 1/2
inch thick, then use a floured cup rim to cut out the scones. Reflatten left over dough until it's all
used. Bake on lightly greased trays in a 425* oven for 1015 minutes. Rotate trays (top to bottom) at
about 8 minutes so the bottoms don't burn.

We discovered that two of the twelve ducks in the flock were missing, so we
set off to find them discovering a swing, berry trees, bee hives, a dry pond and many other
exciting things along the way.

Though there were many wonderful moments, perhaps the most
memorable was when the children were able to see a hen on her clutch of eggs. The hen wasn't
sure what to make of seven sets of eyes peering at her, not what she was expecting on her
peaceful farm!
